News round-up - Iraq turmoil causing rising insurance costs. 
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The continued unrest in Iraq is leading to rising insurance costs and risks for companies operating there, according to international specialist risks company Ake. 

During the past month, various factors have led to a sharp increase in turmoil in the country, with open warfare around the city of Falluja and a stand-off between insurgents and the US military in the Shia holy city of Najaf. There have also been a number of high-profile kidnappings of foreign civilian workers. 

Ake has now produced a new risk map to assist companies in assessing risks in hostile areas where security is a major concern.
