Media Centre Kabul

AKE’s Media Centre o�ers 12 well-appointed guest rooms with 
all-inclusive services as follows:

 Airport meet and greet, which includes transfer service supported 
by a registered local National Security Team.
 Consultation from AKE SRS sta� to discuss the current security 
situation and assist in the planning of daily events. 
 Work stations where clients can conduct their daily bureau 
business.
 A planning room with up-to-date satellite imagery and schematics.
 An operational subscription to the weekly AKE Afghanistan 
Security Brie�ng. 
 The house is fully supported for both emergency evacuation and 
repatriation that can be implemented at short notice, fully 
supported by AKE 24/7 Crisis Response Centre (CRC) based in 
Hereford, UK.
 Food is provided by two dedicated chefs who cater for local and 
international tastes. Breakfast, lunch and dinner are supplied.
 Six days a week in-house laundry with a maximum 24hr turn 
around.
 Six days a week room cleaning service.
 Wireless internet in every room and a hard-line phone to every 
�oor.
 Gym facilities
 Satellite Television
 Fully equipped safe room with integral life support system, linked 
to Hereford CRC in the event of an emergency.
